1Corinthians 1:4-9
“Fulfillment… 
is having  everything necessary to be complete!”

Passage Summary: God gives everything to the church so that she lacks nothing as He perfects her.
I. V4 (Grace): God gives grace to the church.
A. Note the possessive expression, “my God” and the plural “you.” 
B. Paul thanked the source; the honest response of every believer.
C. Paul thanked God for His unmerited favor.
D. The church is the object of God’s favor (grace).
E. God’s grace to the church is “in Christ Jesus.”
II. Vv5-7 (Sufficiency): God gives the church everything she needs.
A. God “enriched” the church in “every way,” nothing lacking:
1. All speech, equipped to testify
2. All knowledge, enlightened to the truth
B. Confirmation of the testimony was by hearing the truth.
C. [bookmark: _GoBack]Corinth waited for “it” and we eagerly anticipate “it,” Rev. 22:20, “Amen. Come, Lord Jesus!”
III. Vv8-9 (Perfection): God will prepare a perfect bride for Christ.
A. Only the perfect will be able to stand before Him.
B. The promise that we depend upon, God will do it!
C. The basis of the promise, “God is faithful.”
Application Principle: God declared through the Apostle Paul that He has given grace to the church and He has gifted her with everything necessary to do all that He requires to be complete. The question before each member of the church is not whether you are fulfilled, but are you exercising the gifts which God has given which bring fulfillment? To put it another way: “What is your part in this family of God?”
